- Alderman Wallace and Director Gray discussed equipment and paving process 
AMI (Automated Metering Infrastructure) Update 

- Monday Aug 10th we will be starting to install meters 
- Vanguard will be in marked vehicles and their crew will have name tags.  Will try to make con-

tact with home owners 
- It will take approximately a month and a half to install everything 

Suez water tank contract 

- Part of water tank is leased out for cell service.  We receive annual revenue 

- New company has approached us to buy us out of our revenue 
- We have asked Ms. Sullivan to approach that company and make recommendation to us 

Republic sanitation discussion 

- Experiencing problem with Republic since they purchased new truck 
- Republic is breaking the carts and we are having problems getting new ones 

- Problems with trucks broken down, drivers with COVID, no backup plan 
- Other municipalities are experiencing problems with other companies, as well 

- Director Gray is researching options 
- We are in 3

rd
 year of 5-year contract with Republic 

- Alderman Morris stated how many complaints he receives 
- Alderwoman Bommer agrees that we need to look for other solution 

- Alderman Wallace asked if there was any indication of financial issues with Republic.  Direc-
tor Gray is not aware of any problems like that.  Director Gray stated that commercial side is 

doing well 
- Alderwoman Bommer stated that we need to send an official complaint

committee
