for the $120,000 for the purchase of the Price home today. He also stated he believes the African American
Museum can be operated outside the umbrella of t
concern athis time. The point right now is to purchase the Price home for the purpose of making it an African
American Museum Chairman Glass asked if the home is purchased and made into a museum, who will opere
it ? Edwards stated htleat. Glass stated e isima@ against asmewwngeunyandanbt o
trying to derail the efforts, but simply wants to have a plan of action before investing tax payer dollars into a
project.

ChairmanGlass asked why the Association for the Preservatiédrafan American History and Culture in

Tipton County(APAAHCTC), a 501c3 organization wanting to establish an African American Museum
Covington hasnédét been rai si ng faererablieynagreetl that the historgshauld les e
curatedand displayed, but also pointed out that the Tipton County Veterans were aotrobhed in

fundraising for the current museum for several years before it was Aldérman Mac McGowasuggested
displayingAfrican American History into the currentgion County MuseumAlderman Edwardstated there

are more artifacts for African American History than can be adequately displayed at the current museum and
asked that the City rexamine their commitment to the African American community.

MargaretFlem ng st ated she is hearing the city is bein
for fulfillment andto spend taxpayer dollars for sething without a plan. I& suggested working with The

Assisi Foundation to help build a plan and us# th go forward wheaskng for financial supportFleming

offered to assist the APAAHCTC with working with The Assisi Foundation, but Edwards stated they are
working with MAAG T Memphis AreaAssociation of Governmentsfor that purpose.

Alderman Glas stated he needs to see a plan before he can support moving forward. Edwards stated he vot
to approve monies for an LPRF grant the City applied for to upgrade our parks without seeing a plan. Glass
stated that grant wa stisamooiappin. Aldevmean EdWwayds mdiiaeddottadble the
discussion and said he was disappointed that Henning and Brownsville have African American museums anc
Covington doesnoét . Gl ass asked i f ther adaddbduslt bee
and suggested perhaps we can gather more information that will help in the process.
