Watercolor Botanicals Supply List

Watercolor Tube Paints:  A starter set of 12 to 24 is a great way to start.  These generally contain 2 of each color, a warm and a cool.

Watercolor Brushes:  Synthetic is fine.  1 or 1.5 inch flat, #16 or #14 round, #4 or #6 round, #2 Liner (Rigger).  Or, a variety pack containing something similar would be fine to get started.

Plastic Watercolor Palette – the bigger the better.

Number 2 pencil

Eraser:  Kneaded, or white click (Pentel).

Paper towels

Hard board on which to mount your paper.  It can be plexiglass, foam board, wood, etc.

Blue painter’s tape

Spray bottle for water

Two tubs/plastic cups to hold water

Pad of cold press watercolor paper, preferably 9 x 12
